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The Boiler Awakening Application Guidelines

The Boiler Awakening Scholarship was established to provide a graduating Central Catholic senior the opportunity to attend Purdue University to continue their education. 

Boiler Awakening is a student-led retreat program run by St. Thomas Aquinas – The Catholic Center at Purdue University that seeks to build up the Mystical Body of Christ using all the gifts that each person has to offer.  This is intended for a graduating senior who has been accepted and will attend Purdue University.  The student will exemplify Gospel living in their academic work, extra curricular activities and with their family and friends.  The student should be active in their faith and involved in the community.   The scholarship is a one-time amount of $500 and also allows the student to attend the Boiler Awakening Retreat.  The funds for the scholarship are donations from Purdue Catholic students.

Application Process

Any gradating senior student that has been accepted and will attend Purdue University in the fall is eligible to apply. 
Applications are to be submitted to Guidance Office at Central Catholic Jr./Sr. High School no later than April 22, 2016. No application shall be given consideration until the student has completed the registration procedures for the school year. 

Selection Criteria

Criteria to be used in the selection process are as follows: 

1. A short written essay with a minimum of 200 words.

2. One written letter of recommendation.

3. A student’s academic/effort record.

4. Student’s moral character, reputation and activities.

5. Student must agree to participate in the Boiler Awakening Retreat to be held at Central Catholic Jr./Sr, High School when they accept this scholarship.

Grant

According to the fund document, the scholarship will be a one-time amount and not renewable.
